FIRST AMENDMENT TO AMENDED AND RESTATED RESTRICTIONS, COVENANTS AND CONDITIONS FOR NOTTINGHAM WEST, SECTIONS ONE (1), TWO (2), AND THREE (3)

WHEREAS, all Lots in Nottingham West, Sections One (1), Two (2) and Three (3), are subject to the provisions of that certain instrument entitled “Amended and Restated Restrictions, Covenants, and Conditions for Nottingham West, Section One (1), Two (2) and Three (3)” (the “Amended and Restated Restrictions”) recorded in the Official Public Records of Real Property of Harris County, Texas on January 27, 1998 under Clerk’s File No. S833349; and 

WHEREAS, the Amended and Restated Restrictions provide for amendment by an instrument in writing signed by the Secretary of Nottingham West Civic Club, Inc. (the “Association”) certifying that not less than a majority of the Lot Owners in Nottingham West, Sections One (1), Two (2), and Three (3), voted in favor of the amendment; and 

WHEREAS, not less than a majority of the Lot Owners in Nottingham West, Sections One (1), Two (2) and Three (3), desire to amend the Amended and Restated Restrictions; 

NOW THEREFORE, the undersigned, being not less than a majority of the Lot Owners in Nottingham West, Sections One (1), Two (2) and Three (3), hereby amend the Amended and Restated Restrictions as follows:  

1.
Section 2.1L is hereby added to the Amended and Restated Restrictions to read as follows:  

L.  OWNERSHIP OF MULTIPLE LOTS.  From and after the effective date of this instrument, no person or entity shall own more than one (1) Lot in the Subdivision at any given time; provided that, this provision shall not be applicable to a mortgagee which acquires two (2) or more Lots in the Subdivision as the result of the foreclosure of a Mortgage on each Lot.  Provided further that, this provision shall not be construed to compel a person or entity which owns two (2) or more Lots in the Subdivision as of the effective date of this instrument to sell or convey all but one (1) Lot, this provision being inapplicable to persons or entities which own multiple Lots in the Subdivision as of the effective date of this instrument.  For purposes hereof, an entity includes all subsidiaries and affiliated entities (i.e., any other entity with the same majority ownership interest). 

2.
Sections 2.1M is hereby added to the Amended and Restated Restrictions to read as follows: 

M.  REGISTERED SEX OFFENDER.  From and after the effective date of this instrument, a person who is a registered sex offender pursuant to the laws of the State of Texas is prohibited from acquiring an ownership interest in or leasing a Lot in the Subdivision.  Provided that, this provision shall not be applicable to a person who acquires an ownership interest in a Lot by devise or descent.


All capitalized terms used herein have the same meanings as that ascribed to them in the Amended and Restated Restrictions. 


Except as amended herein, all provisions in the Amended and Restated Restrictions remain in full force and effect.
